Guidelines for Deck Screening at Natapoc Village
-approved by Natapoc Village Condo Association Board 5/13/11

1. Condo owners may screen deck areas.
2. Natapoc Village Condo Owners Association is not responsible for the screens and is not mandating their use.  Purchase and use of screen enclosures is on a free-will basis.

3. Regardless of whom the condo owner hires to build the screen enclosures, the design MUST adhere to Jeb Butler/s design, color, and use of materials for uniformity.  The brown wood stain brand to be used is Columbia, C-2y24, F-24, L-1y32.  Dave Thorbeck has samples of the wood frame, screen and stain.
4. All screw holes that come in contact with the Natapoc building must have a silicon caulk injected during mounting to prevent moisture damage.  Also, if owner removes screens for winter or building maintenance such as painting, the remaining screw holes must be filled with a silicon caulk.

5. Damage to condo building exterior due to the improper installation or lack of maintenance is to be repaired at owner’s expense and not that of the Natapoc Village Condo Association.

6. It is the condo owner’s responsibility for all maintenance repairs, storage and upkeep of the appearance of the screens and supporting frames.

7. At their discretion, the Natapoc Village Condo Board will monitor the condition of the screens/frames and may require the owner to fix/repair and replace materials as necessary, at the condo owner’s expense.  If not in compliance, the Board reserves the right to have the screens removed at owner’s expense.
8. Owners will be responsible for the removable and replacement of screening during routine maintenance of deck areas, i.e. painting and staining.  Owners will be billed for additional expense if Association has to provide the service.
