Looking for a good 60 to 90 minute snow shoe? Head up the Nason Ridge trail, from
either the summer trail head near the Kahler Glen Meeting Center, or from the water tower
directly uphill (west) from the Kahler Glen Club house. Along the trail there are great views
of Lake Wenatchee and Dirty Face. About 1.5 miles the trail comes out to a point where
“Big Red” one of the largest Ponderosa Pines in the area majestically watches over the
lake. Last weekend this snow shoe trail was well packed out so it should be very
accessible this weekend too.

Parking is available in the Nason Ridge Trail head lot, by the Kahler Glen Driving Range.
